A suggestion: 

1. Start with Jesus:

 2 Corinthians 8:9 says : For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your sake he became poor, so that you through his poverty might become rich.
We are to consider any giving of time or money in relation to the grace shown to us in Jesus. He is our motivation for giving.

2. Then be deliberate: 

2 Corinthians 8:11 Paul urged the churches to be deliberate in their intention to give.

· That requires planning organising and action: See below for the practicalities
· How much? Giving is between you and God. The willingness to give is key. And generosity.
· Who to? To Church and to other Gospel initiatives as a priority.

· We are to give in order to meet the needs of others 2 Cor 8:13

· We are to give cheerfully 2 Cor 9:7 

· Know that God is no-one’s debtor. Give and experience the generosity of God 2 Cor 9:8-11

3. Then Thank God

2 Cor 9:15 Paul ends with: Thanks be to God for his indescribable gift!
